Once we see something as concrete and real, then we are more apt to live
according to that reality. But then we need to cultivate an awareness of that
reality because it will fade back into the realm of ideas if we don’t.

We cultivate an awareness of the spiritual reality by talking to God in prayer,
reading the lives of the saints...what are other practical suggestions?
Experiencing public gatherings of faith can be a powerful catalyst for a living
faith.

When we see other people living the faith concretely it can help us realize
Christianity is not just an abstract idea but reality.

Either in intensity of the expression, as is the case of a martyr or a saint or in the
quantity of the expression, such as the gathering of the faithful saints.

Those who met or saw the intensity of Jesus Christ were moved by this
experience to understand that Christ was real and their own faith was strong.
Many people who experienced the Day of Pentecost experienced a conversion
when they saw thousands of people who really believed that Christianity was
real.

CONCLUSION:

So when we see other people living the faith concretely, either in intensity as in
the case of a saint or martyr, on in quantity, such as the day of penticost- it helps
us see that Jesus and the power of Holy Ghost are not just idea but reality and our
faith is strengthened.
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
