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FRIDAY PRAYER VIGIL  

TOPIC: IT IS WRITTEN              Text: Joshua 1:8 

Introduction: The topic, “It is written”, points out the importance of having the 

word of God in our heart and lives. 

We need to live by the word and act the word. By that, we will live and walk of 

faith. If Jesus Christ and the Apostles used the word of God, that tells you how 

much you and I need to make use of the word when we are faced with trial and 

temptations, challenges, mountains of problems etc. 

 

1. When you face the trials and temptations in life: 

 Food Matthew 4:4, Luke 4:4 

 To bow down to idols or Satan, the devil. Matthew 4:7, Luke 4:8 

The written word ids for us to have victory over Satan the devil and all his agents. 

We need to know the whole word of God so that we will not be like Satan who 

will distort the word of God by using part of it or by twisting the word. For 

example, Luke 4:10. 

Incomplete word of God leads to false doctrine and false interpretation or 

meaning. 

It was written about John the Baptist Matthew 11:10. I t was written that he came 

to prepare for the ministry of Jesus Christ and that was exactly what he fulfilled. 

Prayer: My Father and my God, in this year 2021. All what You have written about 

me that have not come to pass, by Your power let them come to pass before the 

end of this year. 

O God, all what Satan and the enemies have written about me that they plan to 

accomplish before the end of this year, let it be cancelled in Jesus name. Galatians 

3:13 

 



Jesus told us in one of what is written how the church of God should be. Matthew 

21:13 

God wants us to be holy in one of what is written. 1Peter 1:16 

 

2. When Satan comes with trial of sicknesses. Exodus 15:26 Isaiah 53:4-5 

 

Prayers: The greatest healer, it is written that when I diligently listen and 

obey Your word and Your voice, you will not put on me the sickness that You 

put on the people in the world, therefore the sickness and the infirmity the 

devil is using to afflict people will not be my portion. HPB, diabetes, kidney, 

prostate enlargement, stroke, heart attack, they are not my portion in Jesus 

name. 

O Lord, because I am not stone or wood, whenever I am sick or weak, heal 

me by Your power. 

 

3. When Satan comes to threaten you with accident in your journey – use 

what is written in Psalm 23, Psalm 91:9-12, Psalm 121:7-8, Deuteronomy 

31:8 

 

4. When people or the enemies are intimidating you. Joshua 1:5 

Prayers: All power, spirit, principalities and human that are threatening me 

and my family, hear the word of God, no one shall be able to stand before 

me. 

 

5. When Satan or the enemies are saying you will not have your own children. 

Exodus 23:26, Deuteronomy 7:14, Psalm 113:9; Let this Psalm give you joy 

always. 

Prayers: O God, grant the barren homes, to be parents of children between 

now and next year in Jesus name 

O Lord, because it is written that no male and female in my house shall be 

barren, let Your written word come to pass in my home and life in Jesus 

Name.  

O God of Israel, when our women are pregnant, there shall be no 

miscarriages. The number of their days and months shall be fulfilled in Jesus 

name. 

 



6. When the enemies are threatening with death. Genesis 6:3, Psalm 118:17, 

John 11:25-26 

Prayers: O God, because it is written that the days of man shall be 120 

years, even if I am not going to stay up to 120, I will fulfill my days, months 

and years on Earth if Jesus tarries in Jesus name. 

 

7. When the devil threatens you with failure and poverty. Philippians 4:13 

God has given everyone what he/she needs to succeed in life. You can only 

fail if you stop trying and when you refuse Jesus to give you power. 

Proverbs 24:16, 2 Corinthians 4:9 

Against poverty: Obedience is the key to overcome the devil when he 

comes to threaten with poverty. Deuteronomy 28:1-15, Malachi 3:8-12
